Set List One (6:00 – 6:50 PM)
1. Good Evening, we are happy to be here and are going to start out with a song that Carole King released on her Tapestry album in 1971: Smackwater Jack.
2. Our next song, I Only Want to Be With You, was written in 1961 and propelled into a 1964 hit by Dusty Springfield. 

3. Out of Time is a song from our teen years (not to give away our ages). It’s a 1966 Rolling Stones tune that was first released on their Aftermath album.
4. Next up is Don’t You Feel My Leg, which was originally performed by Blue Lu Barker in 1938, and made famous by Maria Muldaur after she released her rendition in 1974.

5. If you are a Beatles fan you’ll recognize this tune from their 1969 Abbey Road album: Oh Darling.
6. For those of you who love country, our next song was a 1973 hit for Jeanne Pruett (her only one): Satin Sheets.
7. We obviously are Carole King fans. This next song was written by her, and was a 1960 hit by the Shirelles. Carole then sang it herself on her 1971 Tapestry album: Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow.
8. The next two songs are Dave Edmunds renditions. The first, I Hear You Knockin’, was written by Dave Bartholomew and made famous by Smiley Lewis in 1955.  
9. The second, Almost Saturday Night, is a 1975 tune written by John Fogerty.

We’re a local band called Rational Cats and it’s a pleasure playing here in Lake Helen at the Three Sisters Ice Cream Palace. We’re going to take a ten minute break so don’t go away.

Set List Two (7:00 – 7:50 PM)
1. We’re going to start out this set with San Francisco Bay Blues is a Jesse Fuller song that was first recorded in 1954 and covered by the likes of Peter, Paul and Mary, Bob Dylan, Hot Tuna and many others.

2. While Van Morrison’s 1970 hit Moondance showcased his vocal talents, we have arranged this classic rock song as an instrumental.
3. Elvis made this 1954 Leiber & Stoller tune famous in 1956 and it’s still a favorite to this day:  Love Me.
4. Barbara Lynn’s 1962 R&B hit You’ll Lose a Good Thing is our next song. 

5. Our next song is Let It Be Me, which was originally a 1955 French song titled Je t'appartiens that was recorded in an English version by by Jill Corey in 1957, and then made a major hit by the Everly Brothers in 1960.

6. From Bob Dylan’s 1967 John Wesley Harding album: the masterpiece titled I’ll Be Your Baby Tonight.
7. Our next song, Dream a Little Dream of Me, was a 1931 hit that was first sung by Ozzie Nelson (of Ozzie and Harriet fame if you are old enough to remember that TV show.) Mama Cass Elliot made this song her own when it was released in 1968 as a Mamas and Papas single (and later an album.)
8. Now we are going to play a 1952 country classic by Hank Williams: Your Cheatin’ Heart.
9. We’re going to wrap up this set with Chains, which is another Carole King song that was a 1962 hit by the Cookies and also covered that same year by the Beatles.

We’re going to take a ten minute break so don’t go away.

Thank you for sticking around. 
1. We’re going to kick off our final set with Blues for Dixie, which was first recorded by Bob Wills and his Texas Playboys in 1947, and has been covered by Asleep At the Wheel and Merle Haggard (among others).
2. Our next song is Women Be Wise, which was originally a 1924 recording by Clara Smith under the title, Don’t Advertise Your Man. Sippie Wallace, one of Smith’s contemporaries released it on a 1966 album as Women Be Wise. 

3. We’re going to play a 1964 hit by the Temptations of a Smokey Robinson/Bobby Rogers song titled The Way You Do The Things You Do.
4. Next up is Let the Good Times Roll, which was a 1946 hit by Louis Jordan that has been covered by too many bands and artists to list.

5. We’re going to end tonight with Satin Sheets and San Francisco Bay Blues. Thank you for being here and we hope to see you again.
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
